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Find stories that you like
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It is important to like stories you tell.
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If you do not like a story, your audience will not like it.
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Start with short stories that are easy to tell
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Learn stories from familiar culture
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Match stories to the age level of the listeners
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Picture books (easy to remember)
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Stories with lots of repetition and easy to follow plots
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Aesop’s Fables, Fairy Tales, How and Why Stories
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Traditional Folk Tales (Dewey Decimal 398.2)
A RAWE HEEERT 398.2)

Look for believable characters (true to story)
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Find a “hook” to catch the listeners. Beginning/ending — easy to understand
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
